In- Class work days: Wednesday, September 17th and 18th. Meet in Media Center Lab. Bring a flash drive to save your work or save it to your Google Drive Accounts. If you are really on top of things, have your 10 photos already saved on your flash drive as well so that you can complete your whole project in class on these two days.

Your family tree (real or imaginary) has to have at least 10 family members in at least 3 generations. You may include one pet towards your total of 10 family members. YOU (real picture or assumed identity) have to be in the family tree!

You will be putting together your family tree in a Google PowerPoint presentation. The presentation should include 10 slides, one for each family member. You should use actual photos when at all possible, but a celebrity family member can be substituted if you are short on photos. You will need to submit your presentation on September 24th. 

Your family tree must contain the following IN SPANISH for EACH family member:

1)  Two sentences identifying the family member and a photo representing the person.  

Example: Ella  es  mi madre.   Se llama Mary.

2) One sentence using the verb tener (conjugated of course) to tell the person’s age.

     
Example: Ella tiene cuarenta  y tres años.  (Note: spell the numbers out!)

3) One sentence describing the person using 2 different adjectives.  

 
   NOTE:  You must use at least 10 different adjectives overall in your project.

     
Ex: Ella es alta y divertida.  (Remember to watch gender & number agreement.)

4) One sentence telling 2 things (noun or verb) that the person likes, dislikes, loves, or is interested in.  

  
   You’ll be using gustar, disgustar, encantar, or interesar. (conjugated of course !)    Don’t forget your “ me, te, le, nos, and les!
Ex: A mi madre le gusta cocinar pero le disgustan los gatos.

5)  Use 5 adverbs of frequency within your family tree. (siempre, mucho, poco, etc. …)  

      Each adverb may only be used once.

  
    Example: A ella le gusta cocinar mucho. 

MODELO: Ella es mi madre.


      Se llama Mary.


      Ella tiene cuarenta y tres años.


      Ella es inteligente y bonita.


      A mi madre le interesa cocinar mucho pero no le gustan los gatos.

PRESENTATION:  You will present your project (yes, IN SPANISH) to the class by introducing 2 family members of your choice (out of the ten you included) BUT, you MUST also include & introduce yourself, so you will be introducing three in total.  You must memorize all sentences for the family members you have chosen to introduce…including yourself. ALL presentations will take place on Monday, September 29th. Share your presentation with Srta. Clawges (Christine.clawges@fcps.org) as well.  If your presentation doesn’t work, you will be marked down 5 points for every day it takes you to get it fixed.
